Registration                  110.00      (Canada 55+ Games Registration – Sydney ) 
Accommodation            480.00      (based on double occupancy  = $80/person x 6 nights) 
Meals        200.00 
 
Total              $ 2140.00 
 
 

 Banquet Dinner will be provided at the Games 

 the Yukon Government  has made a financial contribution to ERA to be used for 
travel subsidy for participants; the actual subsidy amount per participant will depend 
on number of Yukon participants and will be divided equally among all participants  
(similar to the 2010 in Brockville)
